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1. All trees to be pollinated as “mother trees” as part of the Meadowview back cross program should be formally identified as Castanea dentata before pollination.  Such ID should be done by the designated chapter tree ID person(s), or Dr. Hebard.  The ideal way to do this is to identify trees the previous year and then select them based on health and magnitude of bloom in the spring of the pollination year.

2. To qualify as a potential “mother tree”, the tree should be expected to have the potential for generating 100 nuts over a two year period, or be included in a group of trees within a 10 mile radius, which together have the potential for generating 100 nuts as a group.

3. “Mother trees” should have a person designated as the tree coordinator. The tree coordinator must be available for approximately 3-4 weeks during the pollination season to monitor the biology of the tree (late June through mid-July).  This person will be responsible for

· determining the timing of bagging, 

· determining the timing of pollinating,

· reporting bagging numbers when requesting pollen from the pollen coordinator

· signing a germplasm agreement for pollen received.

4. All BC3 nuts generated by the Meadowview program are property of TACF per the germplasm agreement (and by extension in the care of TACF-MA), and will be stored centrally once harvested by TACF-MA, and assigned to designated TACF-MA orchards by the Orchard Committee.

5. A working list of potential “mother trees” will be kept by the MA Tree ID committee, and pollination coordinator(s) and presented to the Annual Meeting yearly.
